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Design Concept, Public Realm Plan
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Primary Changes

• Reintroduce curbs to the design

• Return Jefferson and Hyde Streets to two-way traffic

• Maintain current F-line alignment

• No restrictions on private vehicles
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Rationale for Changes

• Simplify the design

• Improve bicycle safety

• Calm the street

• Increase flexibility of circulation

• Minimize cost and reduce timeline
